Hebrews 8:5

Introduction
1.  The later chapters in Exodus (describing the building of the tabernacle) are very 
     tedious reading.
2.  Details abound about the worship of a bygone people.
3.  Great lessons remain which should show us that our God is a God of order.

 I.  Great order and design was given to the construction of the tabernacle.
      A.  Moses was to make all things according to the pattern (Exodus 25:40).
            1.  Not just any stones would stones would please God (Exodus  28:17, 18).
            2.  Not just any settings would conform to God’s orders (Exodus 28:17, 18).
            3.  Not just any wood for the staves would please God (Exodus 30:5).
            4.  Specific incense was commanded and “strange” (unauthorized) incense was 
                 forbidden (Exodus 30:9).
            5.  The breastplate had to be carefully crafted (Exodus 39:10-14).
            6.  Instructors concerning this construction needed to be repeated (Exodus 35:1ff).
            7.  Attention was required in the construction of the ark (Exodus 37:1, 2).
            8.  The tabernacle had to be built to God’s specifications, and it was
                 (Exodus 39:42; 40:16).
      B.  God did not tell Moses any of the following.
            1.  Build the tabernacle of your choice.
            2.  If it feels good, do it.
            3.  It doesn’t matter what you do as long as you are sincere.
            4.  It’s all about love; therefore, you don’t have to worry about the details.
           5.  We want a tabernacle that meets peoples’ needs.

II.  Great order and design was given to the construction of the church.
      A.  Jesus said, “I will build my church” (Matthew 16:18).
            1.  The church belongs to the Lord, not man.
            2.  The church exists to please God, not man.
            3.  Christ (and not man) is the head of His church.
      B.  The church is the manifold wisdom of God and according to His eternal purpose 
            (Ephesians 3:10, 11).
      C.  God has never told man any of the following regarding the church.
            1.  Chose the church of your choice.
            2.  If it feels good, do it.
            3.  It doesn’t matter what you do as long as you are sincere.
            4.  It’s all about love; therefore, you don’t have to worry about the details.
            5.  We want a church that meets peoples’ needs.
      D.  The Bible is the pattern for the church!  The Bible only makes Christians only and
            the only Christians.
